A friendly reminder that, wherever possible, non-urgent dental and GP appointments should be
arranged outside of school hours or during school holidays/term-time breaks. This helps to
minimise disruption to your child’s learning and attendance at school.

ROLDAYS DURING TriERM riviE

Holidays during term time are not permitted and will only be authorised in exceptional
circumstances. If you have a planned absence during term time, please request a Leave of
Absence form from the school office. This form must be completed and submitted at least one
month in advance.

Should a child be off of school for 10 sessions (there are two sessions in a day; morning and

afternoon registration) within a 10 week period, without good reason, then each parent is liable for
an £80 fixed penalty notice from the local authority. This is equivalent to 5 school days within a 10
week period.

Whilst it brings us no pleasure in issuing such penalties to families

efforts to ensure that children are in school and ready to learn.
